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RULES OF PLAY

Rules of the ROYAL CANADIAN GOLF ASSOCIATION will govern
all play except where modified by local rules.

Local Rules

* Water Hazards - A ball driven
into any water hazard may be
dropped at the place where
played from, or dropped behind
the water hazard, keeping the
spot at which the ball last
crossed the margin of the water
hazard between himself and the
hole, and with no limit to how far
behind the water hazard the ball
may be dropped. (Rule 33-2).
Penalty - stroke

° Golf Carts - All golf carts must
stay outside white chalk lines
around greens and kept on
pathways. Obey all signs and
keep off the tees. Golf carts
must not be driven in the rough.

* Paths & Roadways - Free drop.

¢ Out of Bounds - Elk fence. Plus
areas marked by white stakes on

8th & 9th holes, Sulphur Nine &
behind the 9th hole, Tunnel Nine
are considered out of bounds.

Care of Course - Please replace
divots and repair ball marks.

Consideration of Other Players
Players searching for a ball
should signal the players behind
to pass. After holing out, scores
should be marked at next tee.

Alcoholic Beverages

Not allowed on course. Liquor
will be confiscated and
offenders may be asked to
terminate game.

Dress

Dress must be in keeping with
the standards of this course.
Bathing attire, cut-offs and short-
shorts are not considered proper
dress and are not condoned.
Shirts and golf shoes must be
worn at all times.
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
