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A solid drive down the right side of the fairway will leave
amid or short iron into a crescent shaped green which
is guarded by a deep bunker in the front left. Approach

shots hit over the green will make for a tough up and
down. Safest approach is to the opening on the right.

Alay up is suggested down the left centre of fairway that
will leave you approximately 140 yards into a long narrow
well bunkered green set in an amphitheater to trees. An
extra club might be necessary for the uphill approach,
keep your approach left of the pin for an easier uphill putt.

This 3 tier green is surrounded by 3 intimidating bunkers as
well as a deep grass hollow in front. A mid iron hit to the
proper tier will allow for a legitimate chance at birdie. Players
missing the green will have difficulty saving par. Don't forget
about the wind, you may not feel it from the tee.

Direct tee shots at nker you see through the
way. Driver may not be the club depending on the
wind. Cut the corner on this dogleg right if you feel
lucky remembering that sand, long grass or 0.8. will
gobble up a poor drive. Play it as designed with a 2nd
shot lay up to the left side of the fa leaving an
easier pitch to this well protected green

Avoid the water to the right and through the fairway by favouring
the left side with your tee shot. Leaving yourself a 150 yard
approach is ideal. However, an errant approach will find water
right or a pesky pot bunker left. Tricky green slopes from the
centre to both front and back

Favour the left side on the uphill tee shot. A drive
which finds the right side fairway bunker may force
you to lay up short of the water, making par almost
impossible. Don't be afraid to use the mounding on

the left to your advantage, if your are looking at a long
iron approach. Beware of 0.8. long and left of green.

Prabably the Coloniale’s most intimidating Par 4. Fairway

slopes slightly from right to left & funnels to its narrowest

at the 150 marker. Drives landing left of centre may find

the water. A 3 wood or long iron from the tee makes for a

wlonger more difficult approach to this green surrounded
- e

by bunkers. Its your call! Par is a great score

Arguably one of the most difficult par 3 anywhere. Depending on
nything from a driver to a mid-iron may be necessary to

avoid the water and sand which protects the front and left of this
green. Attacking a left side pin may not be smart. Bail out area
provided short right.

A solid tee shot may allow long hitters the opportunity
to get home in two. Safest play with your second

shot is a lay up short left to avoid th er hazard.
Bump and run shots w ght and around the
water if played correctly. Birdie will make the trip to
the Club House a much more enjoyable one!
