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TIPS FOR ELIMINATING SLOW PLAY

» Check with the First Tee Host at least five minutes prior to
your tee time.

» Hit when ready on the Teeing ground, Fairway, and Putting
Green - no honors.

» New golfers or high handicappers should use front tees.

« All players should spot the hitter's ball.

« Study line of putt while others are preparing to putt and
continue putting until holed out.

» Minimize practice swings.

» On Par 3's, players who can't reach the green should hit
when ready.

« Park carts behind or near the rear third of the green so that
when you putt out you will be moving away from the field
of play.

* Take more than one club to the ball.

* Mark scores on the next tee, not on the green.

« Lowest handicap player should be responsible for achieving
time goals and keeping up with the group ahead.

+ Keep up to the group in front of you,
not ahead of the group behind you.
)

When in doubt, hit a provisional ball. e
Eliminate the need to go back to B
where you hit your last shot. ¥

« Limit search of lost ball to five
minutes.

» Make your stop at the 10th Tee as
quickly as possible.

« Play ready golf. Just 15 seconds
delay per player per hole in a
foursome makes your round of

golf 18 minutes longer.

RELIEF - may be taken without penalty from staked
trees, flower beds, rail ties, posts, pipes, yardage mark-
ers, screens, roads, paths, irrigation devices and ground
under repair - free drop, one club length from nearest
point of relief, no closer to the hole.

STONE IN BUNKER - when permission to lift a stone
in a bunker would be warranted the following Rule is
recommended “stones in bunkers are removable
obstructions (Rule 24-1 applies)”.

WATER HAZARDS - are defined by the water side edge
of the reservoirs and will be considered lateral.

RAILWAY TIES - nearest point of relief plus one club
length - no penalty. If ball in bunker, ball must be
dropped in bunker (nearest point of relief plus one club
length) - no penalty.

OUT OF BOUNDS - is defined by white stakes on the left

side of #9 and #10 fairways. The right side of the tree line
separating hole #10 and #11 is deemed out of bounds.
