RULES OF THE RCGA GOVERN ALL PLAY,
EXCEPT AS MODIFIED BY LOCAL RULES
LOCAL RULES:

1) Out of bounds is defined by perimeter fences and (where
applicable) white stakes. Yellow stakes define water hazards
and red stakes define lateral water hazards.
2) Reliefis granted from all French stone covered drain
asphalted areas, stone and wood chip covered paths,
clubhouse bwilding and other obstructions without penalty
under Rule 24-2b.
3) The BALL MUST BE REMOVED from all flower beds,
staked trees and wood chipped areas around trees including
the ornamental garden and pampas grass adjacent to the
lower #13 tee. Ball to be dropped without penalty under
Rule 24-20.
