RCGA Rules will govern all play with the
following exceptions

LOCAL RULES

. A ball lying within a club’s length of a rock, the gardens or a

tree root on the fairway may be lifted and dropped within
one club length at the nearest point of relief, not nearer the
hole, without penalty.

. Out of Bounds: Ball over the fence on the right of No. I and

No. 2 fairway, or over Highway 11 fence on No. 5 fairway.
Penalty 2 strokes and play from where ball went out of
bounds.

. Ball in water hazard -- No. 8 and 9 fairway, may be lifted

and dropped not nearer the hole, penalty, 1 stroke.

. No more than four players will be permitted to leave any tee.
. Each player must have his own set of clubs.

. Winter Rules apply on the fairways.

RULES OF ETIQUETTE TO OBSERVE

. No more than one ball may be played by each player.

. Slower players must allow faster players to play through if

the hole ahead is free.

. The Five Minute Rule for looking for lost balls will be

enforced.
