A good drive, perfectly hit, may allow long hitters to close
within twenty yards of Thirteenth Green. However, the prudent
play is to play short of the fairway bunkers that announce the
steep decent to the green. From here, a short-iron approach
: i can easily find the small green. At all costs, you must not fly
s over this green as the green rests above the next hill and long
hole 13 (The Beal’s) - par 4 shots will not allow for easy recoveries.

This scenic par four subtly turns to the right hugging the
high hillside from tee to green. A good drive to the fairway
sets up the angle you need to approach this deep green.
High, grassy backdrop mounds and sand make this one of
o - the most entertaining approaches on the course.

hole 14 (The Cullen’s) - par 4

g The split fairway on the par five fifteenth offers golfers

hole 15 (The Toomb’s) - par 5 a choice from the tee. A long drive down the right side
is ideal but take care as the drive will bound right on
landing and thus must not have a left to right flight
pattern. The fairway rushes downbhill, after the turning
point, to meet the spacious raised green complex. The
natural amphitheatre of fifteen will help direct your
shots to the green and flag. A memorable golf hole that
can be conquered by all.

hole 16 (The Lairds) - par 4 Watch out for the water just forward of the tee

complex. This mid-length par four is one of the
narrowest on the course and a good, accurate tee-
shot is a must. The fairway has a lot of deep
depressions that may prove problematic. However,
the green is raised and open to run-up shots. Avoid

the long fairway bunker and greenside bunker and
you're on your way to a par or better.

The high tees of Seventeen afford you the best vantage
point to view this special short par three. There is no easy
solution for success here; the water and sand must be
negotiated. The high, framing grassy mounds will catch
bailout or long approaches but from there, recoveries will
not be easy. Select your club and play to the centre of the
green. If you are successful, you will be left with a makeable

hole 17 (The Moore’s) - par 3 birdie putt on this small rolling green.

LR ERGL T E IS EEETY 8 The finishing golf hole at The Eagles Glenn Golf Course
will test your abilities and, hopefully, appeal to your
senses. The deep lakes follow you all the way to the
green and the high fairway is wide and inviting. A
deep, narrow green, well guarded by bunkers, water
and mounds, make success on Eighteen truly rewarding.
Take 2 moment while on 18 to appreciate the scenic
panoramic views of beautiful Prince Edward Island.

« Perimeter of the golf course is considered out of bounds,
and is marked with white stakes.

« Water hazards are defined by yellow stakes and/or line.

- Lateral hazards are defined by red stakes and/or line.

» Soft spikes required.

« Please repair ball marks on greens, replace tee and
fairway divots and smooth out sand traps after use.

« Each player must have their own set of clubs.

- Please maintain steady pace of play. Play ready golf.

» Please be cautious when staff are maintaining the course.

» Do not exceed two riders and two sets of clubs
per cart.

» Carts must remain on paths near or around all tees and
greens.

» Handicap cart flags are available at golf shop counter.

» Practice Academy: Please practice from designated
areas only.

« The ponds on holes 2, 16, 17 and 18 are very deep.
(Use caution when near the edges!)
